OFTEN REFERRED TO AS "GROUND ZERO" FOR SEA LEVEL RISE, SAN MATEO COUNTY IS ONE OF THE MOST
VULNERABLE REGIONS OF THE BAY AREA TO THE PROBLEM OF RISING SEA LEVELS FROM CLIMATE CHANGE. The County
of San Mateo is spearheading an effort to address this challenge under the leadership of County Supervisor Dave Pine,
Assemblyman Rich Gordon, and Congresswoman Jackie Speier, and with funding from the Coastal Conservancy. We are working
with a broad coalition of governments across jurisdictional boundaries to create proactive solutions for our communities. The
two main efforts the County is currently pursuing include a technical study on the effect of sea level rise on the SFO, San Bruno
Creek, and Colma Creek region, and a County-wide vulnerability assessment that will identify high risk areas along the bay and
coast.
